They are slab, hand-built forms, combining silkscreen printing with ceramics. Each piece
is unique or part of a small batch.

She wants the plasticity of the porcelain to be evident in
the scalloped shapes, the makers hand to be revealed. She responds to the misprint,
the unexpected overlap, the unexpected placement of the image and the space around
it.
