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Expository Essay Style

The expository essay is a genre of academic essay writing which includes components
of the following paper types: definition, the analysis of cause and effect, comparison and
contrast etc. The students are required to investigate an idea, to set the main points, to
arguments etc. You may not present someone else point of view without expressing
your personal opinion while writing an expository essay. The success of your essay
depends on your careful planning and organization.

Expository Essay Style Tips

Not all topics are interesting or easy, though, all of them require a detailed research and
analysis. Of course, you should read the required material before you try to explore the
assignment. However, at the stage of research you have to read background materials
to help you understand what is going on in the primary text (that book, story, or other
work you are expected to write an academic paper about). You may need to consult
secondary sources (library books, magazines, online sources, etc.) to improve your
knowledge of the subject area.

In most cases, you should take into account the level of knowledge of your reader. You
should understand that the readers will read your expository essay critically. Your
English paper at certain degree should impress your reader. Choose the problematic
topic which has obvious pros and cons. At this point, you should think about the reaction
of the audience, depending on how you present the information. Also, think about the
style, it should correspond to the information you're going to describe. Think how you
can shape your words, your ideas, and your examples to create the impact you want.
The main purpose of expository paper writing is to make the reader think, while the
basic purpose of the assignment is to test your knowledge and writing abilities.

Academic Essay Writing

Read some recommendation before writing an English essay. Select a topic; be sure
that chosen topic is narrow enough and that you have enough information for a good
presentation of your ideas. Write a paragraph of introduction. An introductory paragraph
should state the thesis of the essay, introduce the divisions in the body paragraphs of
expository paper, and gain the interest of the reader. Write a thesis sentence. Your
thesis statement should express a controlling idea that is neither too broad nor too
specific to be developed effectively. Organize the essay. Make a plan. Think over ideas
you will be describe in each paragraph. Support all your ideas with the examples. Write
topic sentences for each paragraphs of the paper. Write the body paragraphs of English
essay. Each body paragraph should be devoted one of your ideas. Write a paragraph of
conclusion. A concluding paragraph should restate the thesis and divisions of academic
essay. Give your expository essay an appropriate and effective close without digressing
into new issues.
